The OFFICIAL START should be Monday August 25th 

 

They will begin by removing the concrete tile roof and associated layers.  This is scheduled to take 3 
to 4 days.   The entire clubhouse building will be CLOSED during this process.  There will be NO 
ACCESS to the building, bathrooms or porch during this time.  Please plan accordingly. 
 

Once the roof is off and hauled away, you will be able to access the Clubhouse & bathrooms from the   
interior only (from the front doors).   
 

The next phase is the demolition and haul away of the back porch/veranda and ramp/stairs access 
beginning on Wednesday August 27th.  There will be NO ACCESS to the veranda/porch from 
Wednesday 8/27 until the project is complete.  Please make NO ATTEMPT to access the porch 
during the construction process. THERE WILL BE NO EXIT FROM THE OCH TO THE PORCH  
 

Golf Cart access will be available during most of this project, there will be some points where you will 
only be able to go to the South side of the Clubhouse, please pay attention to areas that are “coned 
off” or blocked off during this process.   
 

We anticipate the entire project lasting 5 to 6 weeks, pending no extended weather delays.  Please 
have patience, plan accordingly and again make no attempt to access the Porch/Veranda areas during 
this project.  We look forward to a wonderful new veranda/porch and of course a beautiful new 
Clubhouse roof in the coming weeks!
